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Describing how magazines work from top to bottom, this text gives an account of what editorial staff

do, the editorial process, content, planning, display, illustrations, titles, blurbs, and captions. In

addition it covers the steps of the production process, legalities, and ethics.
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I have been in the magazine field for 5 years and then I found myself in a job where I was the only

person with magazine experience, instead of being the youngest in the office. I wanted to be sure of

everything I had learned in my other jobs and get tips about other things I had not dealt with. This

was the perfect book--it had information about all aspects of magazine editing from management to

layout to publication.
